	Summer field crops – 2012

The preliminary area estimate is based on the results of a non-probability survey conducted by the Directorate: Statistics and Economic Analysis of the Department of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries and reflects the position as at the middle of January 2012.
Please note that only provisional national area planted figures for white maize, yellow maize, sunflower seed, soya-beans, groundnuts, sorghum and dry beans for the current production season are being released today. This follows a relatively poor response rate by producers to the regular survey conducted by the Directorate. The revised area planted and production figures, which will be released by the Crop Estimates Committee on 28 February 2012, will mainly be based on information obtained from the Producer Independent Crop Estimation System (PICES)(flight survey), conducted by the National Crop Statistics Consortium (NCSC), and therefore should be more accurate and comprehensive.
Information from PICES for the Northern Cape, Free State, KwaZulu-Natal, Mpumalanga, Gauteng and North West provinces, will be available in February 2012; and for the Limpopo province in March 2012.

Commercial maize: The preliminary area estimate for maize is 2,63 mill. ha, which is 10,87% or 257 900 ha more than the 2,37 mill. ha planted for the previous season, and also 1,08% more than the intentions to plant figure of 2,60 mill. ha released in October 2011.

The area estimate for white maize is 1,59 mill. ha, which represents an increase of 12,12% or 171 900 ha compared to the 1,42 mill. ha planted last season.  In the case of yellow maize the area estimate is 1,04 mill. ha, which is 9,01% or 86 000 ha more than the 954 000 ha planted last season.

Other summer crops: 

Sunflower seed: The preliminary area estimate for sunflower seed is 515 000 ha, which is about 19,87% less than the 642 700 ha planted the previous season.

Other crops: It is estimated that 480 000 ha have been planted to soya-beans, which represents an increase of 14,83% compared to the 418 000 ha planted last season. This is the highest area ever planted to soya-beans.

For groundnuts the area estimate is 46 000 ha, which is 16,59% less than the 55 150 ha planted for the previous season.

The area estimate for sorghum decreased by 30,64%, from 69 200 ha to 48 000 ha against the previous season.

In the case of dry beans the area estimate is 4 700 ha or 11,22% less than the 41 900 ha planted the previous season. 

The current weather conditions could still have an impact on the final areas planted for all crops.

Please note that the revised area estimate and first production forecast for summer field crops for 2012 will be released on 28 February 2012.
	
	Somergewasse – 2012

Die voorlopige oppervlakteskatting is gebaseer op die resultate van ’n nie-ewekansige opname onderneem deur die Direktoraat: Statistiek en Ekonomiese Analise van die Departement van Landbou, Bosbou en Visserye en weerspieël die situasie teen die middel van Januarie 2012.

Let asb. daarop dat  net die voorlopige syfers vir die nasionale aangeplante area vir wit- en geelmielies, sonneblomsaad, sojabone, grondbone, sorghum en droëbone vir die huidige produksieseisoen vandag vrygestel word. Dit volg op ‘n relatief swak respons deur produsente op die gereelde opname wat deur die Direktoraat onderneem word. Die hersiene aangeplante area en produksiesyfers sal deur die Oesskattingskomitee op 28 Februarie 2012 vrygestel word en sal hoofsaaklik gebaseer wees op inligting verkry vanaf die Produsente Onafhanklike Oesskattingstelsel (PICES)(vlug-opnames), soos deur die Nasionale Oesskattingskonsortium gerapporteer, en behoort gevolglik akkurater en omvattender te wees.

Inligting van die “PICES” vir die Noord-Kaap, Vrystaat, KwaZulu-Natal, Mpumalanga, Gauteng en Noordwes provinsies, sal in Februarie 2012 gerapporteer word en vir Limpopo provinsie in Maart 2012.

Kommersiële mielies: Die voorlopige skatting van die oppervlakte onder mielies beloop 2,63 milj. ha, wat 10,87% of 257 900 ha meer is as die 2,37 milj. ha wat verlede seisoen aangeplant is, maar ook 1,08% meer as die voornemens om te plant syfer van 2,60 milj. ha soos vrygestel in Oktober 2011.

Die oppervlak onder witmielies is 1,59 milj. ha, wat ’n toename van 12,12% of 171 900 ha verteenwoordig vergeleke met die 1,42 milj. ha die vorige seisoen. In die geval van geelmielies is die oppervlakteskatting 1,04 milj. ha, 9,01% of 86 000 ha meer as die 954 000 ha geplant die vorige seisoen.

Ander somergewasse: 
Sonneblomsaad: Die voorlopige oppervlakteskatting vir sonneblomsaad is 515 000 ha, wat omtrent 19,87% minder is as die 642 700 ha aangeplant die vorige seisoen.

Ander gewasse: Die geskatte oppervlakte beplant met sojabone is 480 000 ha, wat ’n toename van 14,83% verteenwoordig vergeleke met die 418 000 ha geplant die vorige seisoen. Hierdie is die hoogste oppervlakte nog ooit beplant met sojabone.

Vir grondbone is die oppervlakteskatting 46 000 ha, wat 16,59% minder is as die 55 150 ha geplant vir die vorige seisoen.

Die oppervlakteskatting vir sorghum het gedaal met 30,64%, van 69 200 ha tot 48 000 ha teenoor die vorige seisoen.

In die geval van droëbone is die geskatte oppervlakte beplant 4 700 ha of 11,22% minder as die 41 900 ha die vorige seisoen geplant.

Die huidige weerstoestande kan nog ’n invloed uitoefen op die finale oppervlaktes beplant vir all gewasse.

	Winter cereal crops - 2011 production season

Wheat:  The production forecast for wheat was increased by 76 750 tons to 1,85 million tons, which is 4,33 % higher than the previous forecast of 1,77 million tons.  The area planted to wheat remained unchanged at 604 700 ha. The average yield of wheat is 3,06 t/ha. 

The increase in the expected production of wheat can mainly be attributed to better than expected yields, as well as that producer deliveries, as monitored by SAGIS, were higher than the estimated crop.

The expected production of wheat was amongst others adjusted upward in the Western Cape by 13 250 tons, or 2,08%, in the Free State by 56 250 tons or 11,63%, and in the Northern Cape by 2 100 tons or 0,77%. Adjustments were also made in some of the other provinces.
Other crops: The production forecast for malting barley also increased to 300 910 tons, which is 16 760 tons or 5,9% higher than the previous forecast of 284 150 tons. The area planted to barley remained unchanged at 80 150 ha, while the expected yield is 3,75 t/ha.

The expected canola crop remained unchanged at 59 490 tons.  The area estimate for canola also remained unchanged at 43 510 ha, with an expected yield of 1,37 t/ha.

Please note that the final production estimate for winter cereals for the 2011 production season will be released on 28 February 2012.
	
	Wintergewasse - 2011 produksie-seisoen

Koring:  Die produksieskatting vir koring is opwaarts aangepas met 76 750 ton tot 1,85 miljoen ton, wat 4,33% hoër is as die 1,77 miljoen ton van die vorige skatting.  Die oppervlakte beplant met koring is onveranderd gelaat op 604 700 ha. Die gemiddelde opbrengs vir koring is 3,06 t/ha.

Die toename in die verwagte produksie van koring kan hoofsaaklik toegeskryf word aan beter as verwagte opbrengste, sowel as dat produsente lewerings, soos gemonitor deur SAGIS, hoër is as die geskatte oes.

Die verwagte produksie van koring is onder andere opwaarts aangepas vir die Wes-Kaap met 13 250 ton of 2,08%, vir die Vrystaat met 56 250 ton of 11,63%, en vir die Noord-Kaap met 2 100 ton of 0,77%. Aanpassings is ook in sommige van die ander provinsies gemaak.
Ander gewasse: Die produksieskatting vir moutgars is ook opwaarts aangepas na 300 910 ton, wat 16 760 ton of 5,9% hoër is as die 284 150 ton van die vorige skatting.  Die oppervlakteskatting is onveranderd gelaat op 80 150 ha, terwyl die verwagte opbrengs 3,75 t/ha beloop.

Die verwagte kanola-oes is onveranderd gelaat op 59 490 ton.  Die oppervlakteskatting vir kanola is ook onveranderd gelaat op 43 510 ha, met ŉ verwagte opbrengs van 1,37 t/ha.
