	Winter cereal crops - 2010 production season

Wheat:  The expected production of wheat is 1,571 mill. tons, which is 50 tons more than the previous forecast, with an expected yield of 2,81 t/ha.  The expected production in the Western Cape is 596 250 tons, which is the same than the previous forecast. The expected production in the Free State also remained unchanged at 428 400 tons, and in the Northern Cape, the expected production is 260 300 tons, which is 3 800 tons higher than the previous forecast.
The area estimate for wheat remained unchanged at 558 100 ha.

Other crops: The production forecast for malting barley is 214 766 tons, which is 1,67 % or 3 650 tons lower than the previous forecast of 218 416 tons.  The area planted is estimated at 82 670 ha, while the expected yield is 2,60 t/ha.

The expected canola crop is 39 650 tons, which is the same than the previous forecast.  The area estimate for canola also remained unchanged at 34 820 ha, while the expected yield is 1,14 t/ha.

Koring:  Die verwagte produksie vir koring is 1,571 milj. ton, wat 50 ton meer is as die vorige skatting, met ’n verwagte opbrengs van 2,81 t/ha.  Die verwagte  produksie in die Wes-Kaap is 596 250 ton, wat dieselfde is as die vorige skatting. Die verwagte produksie in die Vrystaat is ook onveranderd gelaat op 428 400 ton, en in die Noord-Kaap is die verwagte produksie 260 300 ton, wat 3 800 ton hoër is as die vorige skatting.
Die oppervlakteskatting vir koring is onveranderd gelaat op 558 100 ha.
Ander gewasse: Die produksieskatting vir moutgars is 214 766 ton, wat 1,67 % of 3 650 ton laer is as die vorige skatting van 218 416 ton.  Die oppervlakte beplant word beraam op 82 670 ha, terwyl die verwagte opbrengs 2,60 t/ha beloop.

Die verwagte kanola-oes is 39 650 ton, wat dieselfde is as die vorige skatting.  Die oppervlakteskatting vir kanola is ook onveranderd gelaat op 34 820 ha, terwyl die verwagte opbrengs 1,14 t/ha beloop.
