It should be applied during September before the banded fruit weevil moves upward into the vines. The Plantex band should be positioned about 25 cm below the branching of the main stem.
· The grapes must originate from vineyards that are free from Aleurocanthus woglumi and from areas free from citrus groves with at least 500m between the edge of the vineyard and the citrus groves.

· The grapes must originate from vineyards that have been free from Quadraspidiotus perniciosus during the last two growing seasons.
