DISPENSATION: PERMISSIBLE DEVIATIONS -  CANNED GREEN BEANS

This office evaluated samples of green beans and found that the permissible deviations with regard to preparation and size are too strict. A proposed amendment to Regulation No.R.1532 of 24 October 2003 was drafted and then circulated to the canning industry for comments.

Permission is hereby granted by the Executive Officer: Agricultural Product Standards in terms of section 3 (1) (c) and 4(4) of the Agricultural Product Standards Act, 1990 (Act No. 119 of 1990), to all manufacturers of canned vegetables to apply the following deviations instead of those specified in the above-mentioned regulation:
